"My Existence" is an exploration of existence and meaning through various intaglio printmaking

processes. Fundamental questions are challenged throughout J. Brendan O'Shaughnessy's series in

the hope that his own convictions will strike a cord of personal exploration and questioning in the

viewers that experience the prints. Where am I? Why am | here? What is happening? What should

| be doing? At first these questions sound arbitrary but without personal conclusion or conviction

one might argue life is worthless. These questions demand answers. Through the aid of symbols and

strategically designed imagery, J. Brendan O'Shaughnessy is able to achieve a delicate balance

between the spiritual and the physical, tying beliefs and value systems with real human experience.

"My Existence" represents J. Brendan O'Shaughnessy's visual autobiography of the first
twenty-three years of his life. Through an interactive installation, the idea of beliefs and the tangible
manifestation of beliefs in human expression is challenged. The underlying motif of our finite life

draws a parallel to J. Brendan O'Shaughnessy's questioning of beliefs in context with the eternal

nature of the soul after death. Associating meaning to our existence is the crucial first step of life.

The manifestation of all choices and decisions rest upon the foundations of our ability to explain

our philosophies based on our convictions. Just as explaining one's existence is the beginning, this

body of work materializes as the very foundation of J. Brendan O'Shaughnessy's emerging career as

a printmaker, designer and conceptual artist.
